To afford citizen participation in the affairs of the Township government for the purpose of
determining community needs and means of meeting such needs through the government of
the Township, a Park Board is established. For the purposes of this Ordinance, the Park

Board shall be referred to as the “Board.”

The Board shall be comprised of five citizens of the Township who have g ualifications
required by law for elective officers of the Township. No person shall serve on the Board and
serve on any other board or commission of the Township. The terms of members of the
Board shall be for four years, and shall be so arranged that the terms of three members of the
Board shall expire in one year, and the terms of the other two members of the Board shall
expire two years later. The members of the Board shall be appointed by the Township Board,
and they shall receive no compensation for their services to the Township, unless otherwise
expressly provided by the Township Board. The members of the Board shall be allowed
reasonable and actual expenses when incurred on behalf of the Township and approved by the
Township Board. The Township Board may appoint such additional non-voting members to
the Board as the Township Board deems desirable. Such non-voting members may serve on

another board or commission of the Township.

The Board shall hold at least two meetings per year, and the minutes of each meeting shall

e filed with the Township Clerk as a public record. If any member of the Board fails to
